
 
 

Would you like to become an expert in professional web design and development, and be able to create innovative multimedia 
enhanced web projects?   
 
The BSc (Hons) Web Design and Development (WDD) is a relatively new degree with an innovative approach to the subject.  
Professional Web Design and Development involves a blend of both creative and logical thinking.  Studying WDD will enable 
you to enhance both your creative skills in topics such as ‘digital graphic design’ as well as your logical skills in topics such as 
‘web site development’ and ‘web scripting’.  The vocational area of WDD needs professionals who have expert knowledge 
drawn from a range of subjects such as design, multimedia, information architecture, web solution development, 
communication technology, business systems analysis, hardware technology as well as having an insight into the business 
environment.  Through studying this course you will have opportunities to work on projects that are concerned with designing, 
developing and managing interactive web sites, and e-commerce projects.  Great emphasis is placed, throughout the course, 
on professionally relevant practical work, both in individual and team situations.  You will have access to the University’s 
Embreonix centre, which is a business incubator providing support for entrepreneurial ventures by students.  You will also be 
encouraged to create a portfolio of work spanning all your years of study, which can be a useful resource to demonstrate your 
work to clients and potential employers. Throughout your studies the course team will encourage you to think innovatively and 
to evaluate the technology that you learn about.  
 
The WDD programme is designed to facilitate your development as a ‘complete’ web professional, able to create web projects 
that are both innovative and highly functional. 

Course Content 

The course is made up of 8 modules per year that are organised into themes.  Some modules are single and are studied over 
one term, whilst others are double modules concerned with major topic areas studied over the entire academic year.  The 
themes, together with major topics, that you will be studying include; 
 
Web Professionals  – This major theme is concerned with design and development knowledge and skills.  Topics include 
digital graphic design and web site development.  Many of the modules are double modules that draw together expertise 
developed in other modules.  The production of a portfolio of work is an important aspect of study.  
Web technology  - This theme facilitates understanding of the technology that underpins web sites in terms of both hardware 
and the ‘back-end’ software that provides functionality.  This vital theme enables you to develop the technical expertise that is 
important in the creation of sophisticated E-commerce projects. 
Multimedia Enhancement - This theme is intended to support study of multimedia asset production for the web.  Topics 
include; graphics, digital photography, animation, audio and video. 
Business Knowledge  – This theme provides an opportunity to study business topics such as marketing, systems analysis 
and databases, which are important subjects required for the development of effective web projects.

Course Modules 

Year 1: This is a foundation year providing an introduction to the fundamental principles.  The modules include; 
Web & Multimedia Fundamentals, The Personal Computer, Web Programming, Marketing and Databases. 
 
Year 2:  In this year major topics are examined in greater depth.  The modules include; Innovative Web 
Development, Systems Analysis, Multimedia for the web, Web Scripting and Human Computer Interaction. 
 
Year 3:  In this year current issues are examined and major theories analysed.  The modules include; E-business 
development, Sound and Vision, Web Scripting, Databases and Multimedia Development. 

Career Opportunities  

You will graduate as an accomplished professional with expertise that is highly sought after by businesses and a 
range of other organisations.  Web designers and developers are very much in demand by organisations seeking 
to meet the challenges presented by the growth of the Internet and the expansion of E-business.  The subject of 
web design and development also has opportunities for those who would like to create their own consultancy 
business. 
 
Numerous job opportunities for web designers and developers exist in Government agencies, Health Trust, 
education, banks, building societies, financial services, retail marketing chains, TV/radio, broadcasting, 
newspapers and publishing, emergency services, telecommunications.  Typical job titles include; web developer, 
information architect, E-commerce developer, IT Developer, Intranet/Extranet Development officer, project leaders, 
development manager, new media project manager and Internet/Web consultant.
