Tourism _Manadgement

Tourism continues to grow as an important part of the Scottish and international economies, offering a
variety of career opportunities in both the public and private sectors. There is a specific need in many
areas of the economy for high quality graduates at the senior and middle management level who
understand the tourism industry and are able to make use of their knowledge and experience. This
makes our Tourism Management degree one of our most exciting and useful courses.

You will be introduced to the nature of tourism, the organisation of the industry, and a wide range of
contemporary issues. The tourism phenomenon is approached from a variety of viewpoints — economic,
sociological, cultural, geographical, political, and legal. The degree is taught in a variety of ways,
ensuring that the practical aspects of tourism are not neglected. An Introduction to Business skills is
incorporated in the first year of the programme, and an emphasis on research throughout prepares you
to be proficient in data collection, research analysis, and writing concise and informative reports. You
are encouraged to travel overseas during your vacations to broaden your knowledge and gain
experience of the tourism industry.

Throughout your programme you will be involved in group tasks as well as individual projects and you
will gain valuable practice in analysing business problems and presenting creative solutions to real
organisational issues

If you hold the Higher National Diploma (HND) in Tourism or other relevant subject area you may apply
for direct entry into year three of BA (Hons) Tourism Management. Similarly a good A level pass in three
suitable subjects or good passes in 3 Advanced Highers may obtain entry to year 2.

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Core Themes

The course modules are designed to give a basic grounding in the theory and practice of tourism by
concentrating upon specific themes while allowing you to follow your particular interests in a wide range
of options.

The third year builds on previous study by emphasising the skills associated with tourism development
within the social and economic contexts of tourism — particularly useful for those considering a career in
tourism management. Students may graduate at the conclusion of year 3 with a bachelors degree in
Tourism Management or study for a further year and exit with an honours degree.

The final or Honours year offers the opportunity to specialise in depth, in particular aspects of tourism
that you may wish to develop further and which may be relevant to your future career plans

European Study Placement

BA (Hons) Tourism Management students may have the opportunity of spending the second semester of
third year at a European Institute of Higher Education. You are encouraged to develop your foreign
language skills.

Professional Accreditation

BA (Hons) Tourism Management is recognised by the majority of professional tourism bodies, and on its
award graduates are eligible to apply for graduate membership of the Tourism Society and The
Chartered Institute of Marketing — Travel Industry Group.

Career Opportunities

Tourism graduates, particularly those with a European language, will find work in multi-national
organisations world-wide. The tourism development and planning emphasis in both degrees prepares
you to manage a wide range of projects in a variety of vocations outwith the tourism industry. Recent
employers include Airtours, British Airways, Virgin, area Tourist Boards and Visit Scotland. Typical job
titles are — deputy manager, tour operator, administrator, lecturer, travel adviser, customer service office.
