Tayside Police welcome you to Dundee, which is generally a safe and friendly city but like all cities one should take care and use good common sense to minimise risks. Here are a few pointers.
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PERSONAL SAFETY TIPS

GENERAL SAFETY

*      Let someone know where you are going and expected time of return
· Travel in numbers, try to avoid walking alone

· Walk with confidence, hold your head up high

· Know your route, avoid shortcuts through lonely parks, alleyways etc.

· Face oncoming traffic to avoid approach from behind

· Avoid using mobiles when walking. Talking and texting draws attention to yourself and could also make road crossing dangerous

· Carry a topped up charged mobile for your own safety. Call 999 free of charge in the case of an emergency

· Withdraw from cash machines during daylight hours. Memorise your PIN number

PUB/CLUB SAFETY

*    Don’t accept drinks from strangers

· Keep a watchful eye on your drinks to avoid spiking
· Keep a watchful eye on your bags, coats etc. (use cloakrooms)
· Avoid fighting. You could end up injured or with a criminal conviction
· Don’t leave with someone you’ve just met (to avoid assault, sexual assault, rape, stis and unwanted pregnancy)
· Make sure you’ve enough money for a taxi home at the end of the night. Hide some. or use the student night bus(see Union for details)
· Get transport home rather than walk. If forced to walk, yet again stick with friends
HOME SECURITY
*     Keep back/front doors locked even when in, to avoid sneak-in thefts

· Fit good quality mortise lock, security chain and peep-hole

· Use timer switches for lamps/radios to give impression someone is at home when out

· Do not hold parties where unknown persons attend. To avoid damage and thefts from your home
