SCHOLARSHIP BACKGROUND AND INFORMATION

Professor Derek Reid and his family established the Robert Reid Award in memory of his late father. The
awards have been supporting Abertay students for many years, providing over £15,000 of awards. The Fund
helps local students who have overcome significant challenges to attend university, and feel that they will
benefit from a university education to achieve their full potential.

Two bursaries of £1,000 are available in 2022/23 Academic year.

WHAT KIND OF FUNDING IS AVAILABLE?

Two £1,000 bursary will be awarded to two successful applicants. The award will be paid in two instalments.
First instalment: 31 December 2022

Second instalment: 30 April 2023

ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA

In order to be eligible to apply, applicants must meet all of the following criteria:

¢ Be a permanent resident in Scotland
* Be eligible for the Young Student Bursary from SAAS or over 25 (at the start of the course)
¢ Be committed to successfully obtaining a degree qualification

Applicants who have entered or who have been accepted for a University programme can apply for an award
to support them in their studies.
